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Teleradiology is the electronic transmission of radiological images from one location to another for the purpose of interpretation and / or consultation.

In Malaysia teleradiology was implemented as part of telemedicine services.  This service was implemented to overcome the severe shortage of radiologists in the country.

Sarawak was the first state to introduce teleradiology services linking the rural hospitals with larger hospitals using simple basic equipment in 1998.

Teleradiology for the other states took place in 2001 as part of the prestigious MSC project.  Sophisticated high-end equipment were installed in 41 sites.  Teleradiology was indeed very beneficial in patient management but the services slowed down and in some places failed.  The Ministry of Health is currently reviewing the project.  Telemedicine including Teleradiology is very promising for the future and therefore the Ministry of Health will reinforce this service.  Currently there are several vendors specialized in Telehealth services.  Some of them can provide Teleradiology services between General Practitioners and Radiology Consultation Clinics.
